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Background

As a part of Mercy Corps' efforts to help the vulnerable people in Yemen,
the YEMERA Program is aiming to provide effective and timely life-saving
and assistance to the most vulnerable populations in Yemen and trying to
make sure that the most important needs such as provision of safe drinking
water, are met through the provision of the related services.
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Purpose / Project Description:

This project is meant to help a faster and more reliable response to the
needs of WASH services and providing safe drining water in the targeted
areas for period of two months.
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Objectives:

Mercy Corps aims to implement a water trucking activity as a life-saving
intervention, also to ensure that vulnerable families in Taiz have access to
sufficiently clean water for an initial period of two months. As each family
will be supplied with 20 liters of safe drinking water daily (about 3 liters per
person / day for a family of seven individuals)

ii. The Provider must ensure the FRC level is above 0.2mg/liter (or
higher, as instructed by Mercy Corps’ team), according to Mercy
Corps’ test results. Otherwise, Chlorine must be added as instructed
by Mercy Corps team.

The supplier should provide the results of laboratory tests for water
guality on a daily basis to the water samples provided, these tests are:

i. Physical Tests: taste, color, Odor, pH, electrical conductivity (EC)
ii. Chemical tests: Total Dissolved Solids (TDS), Sulfate (SO4), Nitrate
(NO3), free residual chlorine (FRC)
iii. Microbiological examinations: Total Coliforms, Fecal Coliforms

The supplier should carry out all maintenance and cleaning process for
the water point tanks and their accessories such as faucets, pipes and
locks as well as ensure that they are working properly and there is no
leakage or defects.

Assign one assistant at least with the tanker driver while providing the
service. Having the tanker's driver alone providing the service is not
accepted.
